While taking advantage of the district's convenient access to central
Tokyo and state-of-the-art urban infrastructure, and their response to the
needs of the advanced information age, the high-quality buildings pay
due consideration to energy conservation and barrier-free design. Also,
while giving due consideration to the privacy, glass has been extensively
used on the exterior of the buildings to create an open atmosphere, and
inside there are many Lounges for exchange. Furthermore, people can
mix in the inner quadrangle that is surrounded by the buildings.
Exchange events can also be held in this open and attractive space,
which has a richly international aura.

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The facility has excellent living and exchange functions,
including Lounges and Study Rooms, in addition to the
comfortable rooms. Also, all possible measures have been
taken to ensure security. For example, all the rooms are
equipped with automatic locks using an |IC card system. In
response to the information age, high-speed Internet access is
possible. Furthermore, in consideration of the environment, for
example, the buildings use solar energy generation.

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Objective of Tokyo Academic Park

Tokyo Academic Park, a project being implemented in collaboration with the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology, and the
Ministry of Economy, Trade and Industry, is designed as a base to serve these very purposes.
